Start in the city of Delhi with the tree-lined boulevards of Lutyen's New Delhi and the hustle and bustle of the Old
City. Move on to Agra to admire one of the most iconic and beautiful buildings in the world, the Taj Mahal, as well as the

impressive Agra Fort with its Diwan-i-Am & Diwan-i-Khas (halls of public and private audience) and lastly, the Pink City of
Jaipur, with its stately forts, sprawling palaces and colourful bazaars.

Itinerary
Day 1: Delhi

Greeted on arrival in Delhi and transferred to

Stay at Shahpura House or similar for three nights.
Day 5: Jaipur

Visit the hilltop fort of Amber and its sparkling
Mirror Palace. Later, visit the City Palace including,
the museum, Jantar Mantar astronomical
observatory and the Hawa Mahal.

Day 6: Jaipur

Day at leisure or take one of our optional
excursions. This evening enjoy a colourful cultural
performance and dinner at an ethnic restaurant.
Day 7: Jaipur - Delhi

Drive back to Delhi this afternoon (5 hours) for an
overnight stay at Heritage Village Manesar or an
airport hotel.

Day 8: Delhi

Transfer to the airport for your onward flight.

Ganges at Varanasi - 2 nights

Day 7: Jaipur - Varanasi

Transfer to the airport for a short flight to
Varanasi. Transfer to the Radisson Hotel for two
nights.

Day 8: Varanasi

Varanasi is the oldest continuously inhabited
places on earth. Streams of Hindu worshippers
still come here today to bathe in the sacred
waters. Enjoy a peaceful early morning boat ride
on the Ganges. The afternoon is spent visiting
Sarnath, the site of Buddha's first public discourse.
In the evening we head back to the Ganges to
witness ceremonial worship with oil lamps.

Day 9: Varanasi - Delhi

A midday flight back to Delhi. On arrival,
transfer to an airport hotel for the night.

Day 10: Delhi

Transfer to the airport for your flight home.

Golden Temple Amritsar - 3 nights

Day 8: Delhi - Amritsar

Take the early morning Shatabdi Express (6 hr
train journey) to Amritsar for a two night stay
at Ranjit Vilas. Afternoon at leisure.

Day 9: Amritsar

Visit the Golden Temple complex, one of the
holiest shrines of the Sikh faith and Jallianwala
Bagh. In the afternoon drive to the Wagah
border to see the indulgent joint ‘retreat’
ceremony of the Indian and Pakistani guard.

Day 10: Amritsar

Fly back to Delhi. On arrival, transfer to an
airport hotel for the night.

Day 11: Delhi

Transfer to the airport for your flight home.

In Agra we visit
the iconic Taj Mahal and Agra Fort. Then we visit the Pink City of Jaipur, with its stately forts, sprawling palaces and colouful
bazaars. Lastly, our foray into nature takes us to Ranthambore where we seek out the tiger.

Itinerary
Day 1: Delhi

Greeted on arrival in Delhi and transferred to
the The Suryaa or similar hotel for two nights.
The remainder of the day is at leisure, with a
welcome dinner at a local restaurant.

Day 2: Delhi

Explore Delhi on a full day sightseeing tour. Start
with a tour of Old Delhi in the morning: enjoying
a cycle rickshaw ride in the bustling lanes of
Chandni Chowk followed by a visit to see the
Jama Masjid, the largest mosque in India, and
the Raj Ghat, a memorial built for Mahatma
Gandbhi, a prominent figure in India’s struggle for
freedom. In the afternoon, drive past Lutyen's
Delhi. Visit the tomb of Humayun and the lofty
Qutab Minar, an early Mughal structure made of
red sandstone and white marble.

Drive to Agra (4-5 hours) for an overnight stay in
Grand Mercure or similar. In the afternoon, visit
the impressive Agra Fort whose buildings, made
of red sandstone and marble, are a mix of Hindu
and Islamic architecture followed by a visit to the
ornate tomb of tamud-ud-Daula. Finish the day
with a heritage walk of Agra.

Visit the Taj Mahal at sunrise. After breakfast
back at your hotel, to Jaipur (6-7 hours) with

a stop at Fatehpur Sikri, the red sandstone city
built by Emperor Akbar that was abandoned
after just 14 years. Closer to Jaipur, stop to see
the impressive 9th Century Chand Baori step
well at Abhaneri. Stay Shahpura House or similar
hotel, for two nights.

A morning's sightseeing tour of Shimla includes
a visit to the Vice Regal Lodge, Mock Tudor
Library and, Jakhu Temple as well as a walk down
the busy Mall Road to see the Gaiety Theatre
and Christ Church.

Your day is at leisure to explore the neighbouring
towns of Kufri, Naldhera and Chail or enjoy a
walk in the picturesque mountains.

Day 5: Jaipur

Visit the 17th century hilltop fort of Amber and
the sparkling Mirror Palace. In the afternoon visit
the City Palace complex including its museum
and the 18th century Jantar Mantar astronomical
observatory, a UNESCO World Heritage
monument. Drive through the busy bazaars for a
photo stop at the recently restored Hawa Mahal,
one of the most famous buildings in Jaipur.

Day 6: Jaipur - Ranthambore

Drive to Ranthambore National Park this
morning. We stay for two nights at Jungle Vilas
or similar hotel. Afternoon enjoy a game drive.

Day 7: Ranthambore

Enjoy morning and evening game drives in
Ranthambore National Park in search of the
elusive Royal Bengal tiger. Other animals include
leopard, sloth bear, sambar deer, chital, nilgai,
black buck, langur and macaque.

Day 8: Ranthambore - Delhi

Drive back to Delhi this afternoon (5 hours) for
an overnight stay at Heritage Village Manesar
or an airport hotel. Ranthambore National Park
is also renowned for rich birdlife including Indian
Gray Horbills, Sandpipers, Eagles, Falcons,
Parakeets, Graylag goose, etc.

Day 9: Delhi

Today you will be transferred to Delhi
International airport for your onward flight.

Ganges at Varanasi - 2 nights

Day 8: Jaipur - Varanasi

Transfer to the airport for a short flight to
Varanasi. Transfer to the Radisson Hotel for two
nights.

Varanasi, one of the oldest continuously
inhabited places on earth. Streams of Hindu

In the afternoon visit
the City Palace complex including its museum
and the 18th century Jantar Mantar astronomical
observatory, a UNESCO World Heritage
monument. Drive through the busy bazaars for a
photo stop at the recently restored Hawa Mahal,
one of the most famous buildings in Jaipur.

Day 6: Jaipur - Bikaner
Leave the “Pink City” in the morning and head
towards Bikaner. Stay overnight at Narendra

Bhawan or similar hotel. Visit the Junagarh Fort
and Camel breeding farm in the afternoon.

Day 7: Bikaner - Jaisalmer

Later return to Kanazawa.

Day 8: Kaga Onsen

This morning visit Nagamachi samurai district.
Continue to Kenrokuen Garden, one of Japan's
most admired landscape gardens, where ponds,
stone lanterns and carefully composed views
illustrate centuries of aesthetic principles. Later
visit a local sake brewery. Travel to Kaga Onsen,
a hot spring region known for its long standing
hospitality traditions. Stay overnight at Hoshino
Resort KAl Kaga or a similar accommodation.

Day 9: Fukui

Travel by train to Fukui. Stay overnight at
Courtyard by Marriott or similar hotel. In the
afternoon visit Eiheiji Temple, a significant centre
of Zen Buddhism founded in the 13th century.

Continue to Gion, Kyoto's best known geisha
district, where wooden machiya houses, lantern
lit alleys and traditional teahouses create a
surreal atmosphere.

Walk through the
iconic red torii tunnels.

Day 13: Hiroshima

Travel by Shinkansen to Himeji, arriving at one of
Japan’s most celebrated architectural landmarks.
Himeji Castle, known for its white exterior and
elegant multi layered design, offers panoramic
views. Continue to Kokoen Garden, a series

of landscaped spaces inspired by Edo period
aesthetics. Then, travel onward to Hiroshima and
check into Intergate Hiroshima or similar hotel
for two nights stay.

Day 14: Hiroshima

Begin the day at the Peace Memorial Park,
visiting the Atomic Bomb Dome to gain a
deeper understanding of Hiroshima's history
and its message of peace. Later travel by ferry to
Miyajima Island to visit Itsukushima Shrine that
sits against a backdrop of forested hills and open
water.

Day 15: Osaka

Travel by Shinkansen to Osaka, watching the
scenery shift from coastal landscapes to the
dense urban skyline of Japan's commercial
centre. Stay overnight at Miyako City Osaka
Hommachi or similar hotel. Visit Osaka Castle.
Continue to the Floating Garden Observatory. In
the afternoon explore Umeda's interconnected
malls and elevated walkways before heading to
Dotonbori, known for its neon signs, canal side
promenades and lively street food scene.
